STUDENT INFORMATION for FT #4


Experience Field Trip


Date etc:	CONFIRM at the Rock workshop and ONLINE the DATE/ PLACE/ TIME/ LEADER  – sometimes there are “last minute” changes due to weather and/or Forest operations etc.





WHERE:		Usually at Bean Creek Basin in the Teanaway Mountains north of Cle Elum. 





WHEN:			At 8:00 a.m. fully packed and prepared, SHARP!  





HOW:			Sign up online or call the clubhouse 206-521-6001, for either the Saturday or Sunday date and 


for your carpooling needs ASAP, no later than the Wednesday before the FT. Check again on the Friday before the FT after 1pm (and by 4:30pm if phoning!), and follow up on your carpool contacts. A Northwest Trail Pass is required to park at the trailhead.  Please do not drive alone, as parking is very limited.





DRIVING:		It is about a 3-hour drive from the clubhouse to the trailhead.  Because of the long drive time, it is strongly recommended that you car camp the night before at either 29 Pines or Beverly Creek Campgrounds.  A fee is required at both campgrounds and neither has potable water. 





OBJECTIVE:		You will be reviewed on and be required to apply all of the skills you learned at previous field 


trips in order to reach a summit.  You will encounter a variety of situations, conditions and terrain, which are common to a typical scramble.  This is not a “follow the person in front of you” experience… this field trip is intended to help you become a confident, responsible, safe and fully participating scrambler.  You’ll have fun too!





EQUIPMENT:		You are required to bring the following gear…


				Standard day trip equipment			The 10 essentials


				Ice axe with taped adze				Wool / synthetic clothing


				Sunscreen / lip screen				USGS 7.5’ Mt Stuart & Enchantment Lks


				Food / 2 liters of water				Rain gear / gaiters


				Change of clothes for the ride home		Climb Helmet & ‘rappel’ items





CONDITIONS:		Weather can be unpredictable at this time of year.  Please come prepared for any type of weather conditions.  Remember that you will be practicing ice axe arrest, so have your rain gear handy.





EXPECTATIONS:	This is a real scramble of at least 7 miles and 3000 feet of elevation gain.  Increase the 


enjoyment and your personal safety by being prepared and in good physical condition.





OBLIGATIONS: 	If you do not attend this field trip you will no longer be eligible to scramble this season and can


apply for second year status.

DIRECTIONS:		1.   Take I-90 east over Snoqualmie Pass to exit 85, just beyond Cle Elum.


Cross over the interstate and take SR-970 east towards Wenatchee for about 6 miles.


Turn left (north) onto the Teanaway River Road, FR-9737.


At the junction with FR-9701, stay right on FR-9737.


At the junction with FR-9703, stay left on FR-9737.
