Field Trip info - Winter Scramble/Snowshoe/Advanced Scramble Level One Avy – Feb 12 & 13, 2005,  - Meet at parking lot across from Stevens Pass Ski Area on N side of highway ready to go up the hill at 8:00 am. 


Objective is Skyline Lake near Stevens Pass Ski area; 


This overnight field trip focuses on snowpack analysis, avalanche phenomena, terrain analysis, stability analysis, human factors/risk assessment and decision making, safe winter routefinding, avalanche rescue response and scenarios. 


It will include emergency winter shelters/bivy construction/techniques. The main objective is to learn to build an emergency snow survival shelter. You will spend the night in the emergency shelter you build. In the interest of comfort and safety, sleeping bag/bivy sack/stoves are permitted and encouraged.


Required camping equipment: suitable winter camping/bivy equipment for overnighting in the emergency snow shelter you build. For example foam pads and bivy sack for your sleeping bag. A stove that works and enough food for the outing. Sharing of stoves/cooking equipment is encouraged. A couple of large trash bags are suggested as well.


Avy equipment required: A modern 457 kHz avalanche beacon (digital is preferred), an avalanche probe of 8 ft. length minimum, an effective snow shovel, and either snowshoes or skis for travel. 


Skis will be harder to use at this FT. 


Note you should be proficient in use of the avalanche beacon you bring as this will not be a beacon practice learning session.  


Prerequisites: attendance at the first three lectures and satisfactory completion of the January 5 pre field trip lecture if needed, or status as Advanced Scramble student. Others by leader permission.
