Winter Scrambling Leadership

The Alpine Scramble Committee administers Winter Scrambling Program. The Leadership Subcommittee of the Alpine Scramble Committee invites applications from qualified individuals to become Winter Scramble Leaders.

Please note that it is possible to be only a REGULAR SCRAMBLE leader, only a WINTER SCRAMBLE leader, or a leader of both REGULAR and WINTER SCRAMBLES. The distinction is because of the historical and actual differences between the two programs.

In order to become a Winter Scramble Leader, an applicant should have the following skill sets.

   1. A WINTER SCRAMBLE leader applicant will have a minimum of Avalanche Level 1 training.

   2. A WINTER SCRAMBLE leader applicant will have had winter emergency bivouac training and have stayed overnight in an emergency shelter in winter. (Besides this, many leaders and applicants will have strong skills in snow cave and igloo construction and will have excellent technique on either snowshoes and/or skis.)

   3. A WINTER SCRAMBLE leader applicant will have had MOFA or the recent MOFA alternatives allowed for REGULAR SCRAMBLE leaders.

   4. A WINTER SCRAMBLE leader applicant will demonstrate evidence of significant WINTER (Dec through March) backcountry experience.   Example: Applicants should have AT LEAST 2 years of participation in Winter Mountaineering, Winter Scramble or Strenuous level Snowshoe tours, or 'M' level ski/snowboard trips. Applications from established leaders of 'M' level ski/snowboard trips or Strenuous level Snowshoe tours are welcomed provided they have significant scrambling or climbing experience. 

   5. There are no students on WINTER SCRAMBLE trips, so no instructing is required to become a leader. However, you are invited to assist teaching at Winter Mountaineering Advanced Scramble Field Trip or the Snowshoe Course.

   6. Potential leaders may apply for only WINTER SCRAMBLE leadership or they may apply for both WINTER SCRAMBLE and REGULAR SCRAMBLE leadership at the same time.

In leading Winter Scrambles, there is more emphasis on using 'good judgment' as these trips may involve the same objective or peak as a regular scramble but in the much shorter daylight hours and possibly much more severe weather conditions than regular scrambles!
