If the following is true:
· Every night is spent in a hotel/lodge/hut
· All lodgings are frontcountry: accessible via reliable transportation (car, bus, train, gondola, taxi), and unplanned ingress/egress/transfer can be easily and reliably arranged.
· Participants are carrying only their 10 Essentials: all other luggage is transferred between lodgings
· Provisions can be easily obtained every day
Then:
· The trip’s leader may be a hike leader
· The trip’s Activity Types are “Global Adventures” and “Day Hiking”
· The trip should be referred to as a “day hiking” or “hiking” adventure
Otherwise:
· The trip leader must be a backpack leader
· The trip’s Activity Types are “Global Adventures” and “Backpacking”
· If one or more nights are spent in a tent, the trip should be referred to as a “backpacking” adventure.  Otherwise, the trip should be referred to as a “trekking” adventure.
