BREEDING 

Snowy Owl courtship and mating take place between late April and early June, and when young are produced, they are usually in their nests between early June and late July. 

The Role of Lemmings
Snowy Owl breeding is just as enigmatic as their migrations, but one thing is clear: the degree of success or failure is driven by the male’s ability to successfully hunt a large number of lemmings. Without them, the male will not be able to attract a mate, convince her to breed, or enable her to lay eggs. Once a male owl has secured a mate and she has scraped a nest into the top of a tundra mound, the female begins to lay eggs, and the male feeds her at the nest while she incubates the eggs and cares for the nestlings.

A spike in lemmings had driven a successful breeding season the first time I photographed Snowy Owls one July on Alaska’s North Slope along the Arctic Ocean. I visited several nest sites with researchers from the Owl Research Institute. After running, crouching, and ducking to avoid attacks from a vigilant male during our survey, we counted the prey, eggs, and young and weighed the nestlings. 
Plump dead lemmings outnumbered eggs at the first nest we visited. Ten lem-mings were scattered around the edges of the shallow depression scraped into the sod of the tundra, with three pure white eggs bunched together in the center. This was a hopeful sign. The male seemed able to secure enough lemmings to feed his mate and the forthcoming young.
Lemming numbers spike and plummet in what has been called a cyclical—but would be more accurately called an unpredictable—fashion, with gains and declines happening both between and within nesting seasons. Somehow Snowy Owls are

Auto-locking belay devices are designed to function in 

the same way as a standard aperture device, but they also 

have an alternative rigging mode that provides a secure 

means of belaying one or two followers directly off an 

anchor. Typical examples include the Petzl Reverso 4 and 

Black Diamond ATC Guide, but many climbing equipment 

manufacturers have their own versions of auto-locking 

belay devices. Most work in a similar way. Most of these 

devices can be used to belay two followers at the same 

time. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions to safely use 

these devices. Note that auto-locking belay devices are not 

hands-free devices: they still require the belayer’s braking 

hand to provide the initial force. The braking hand must 

never lose its grip on the rope.

These devices look similar to other aperture devices and 

may be used off the harness in the same way as a standard 

aperture device; but in auto-locking mode, the device is 

connected directly to the anchor with a locking carabiner 

while the rope runs through the device and through a 

second locking carabiner (fig. 10-7). When the device is 

rigged this way, the belayer can easily pull the rope in, but 

if the climber’s strand is loaded, as in a fall, the rope locks 

down on itself. When the climber falls, the climber’s strand 

of the rope is loaded with the climber’s weight, and that 

loaded strand presses on the braking strand, preventing it 

from moving, similar to trying to pull a rug out from under 

someone who is standing on it. 

If the belayed climber falls and is unable to unload the 

device, the belayer must have a way to unlock the device. 

To release the device, the belayer needs to find a way to 

lift the loaded climber’s strand off the braking strand. A 

climber’s fingers do not have enough strength to do that, 

so the belayer can use a carabiner (or any rod that is strong 

enough) as a lever—or, alternatively, the belayer can attach 

a cord and redirect his or her body weight to pull against 

the load. Many newer auto-locking devices have a hole 

specifically designed for attaching a cord or carabiner  

(fig. 10-8) to release a locked device in order to lower the 

fallen climber. Otherwise, it would be necessary to attach 

a raising system to the rope to take the fallen climber’s 

weight off the device so it can be unlocked.

Assisted-braking belay devices are specialized devices 

with an internal cam that locks down on the rope when 

the rope suddenly accelerates in a fall; this locking action 

creates a braking force that is not dependent on resistance 

from the belayer’s grip (fig. 10-9b). Models include the 

Petzl Grigri+ (fig. 10-9a), Trango Vergo (fig. 10-9c), and 

Edelrid Eddy. Popular for gym, sport, and aid climbing, 

they have definite advantages when used properly. For 

example, they enable a smaller, lighter belayer to confi-

dently arrest and hold even heavy partners or to stop long 

falls. All current models have a release mechanism, a lever, 

that allows controlled rappelling or lowering of a climber 

on top-rope (fig. 10-9d). 

These devices have a tendency to lock up when the lead 

climber makes a sudden move up or when the belayer feeds 

the rope too quickly. It is extremely important to carefully 

follow manufacturer’s instructions and test proper setup 

each time the device is rigged. Disadvantages include their 

greater weight and bulk. It is also harder to give a soft 

and dynamic belay with an assisted-braking belay device, 

compared with tubular belay devices, because the former 

catches the rope much more quickly. With assisted-braking 

belay devices, the belayer often must resort to body move-

ment to soften the catch. These devices also cannot be used 

to rappel on two strands, hence they are not suitable for 

alpine climbing. Note that assisted-braking belay devices 

are not hands-free devices: they still require the belayer’s 

braking hand to provide the initial force. The braking hand 

must never lose its grip on the rope.

Belaying Technique When Using a Belay Device

This section describes the technique of belaying a climber 

off the harness using a belay device. To assume the belay 

Fig. 10-8.

To test for fit, first follow the steps in the next section “Properly Fitting and Adjusting a Backpack.” Check the fit in a mirror to see if the frame follows the curve of your back. If it does not, check whether the stays or frame can be bent to improve the fit; some frames of composite materials cannot. The shoulder straps should attach to the backpack between your shoulder blades and leave little  or no gap behind your back.
Once the backpack is adjusted, check your head clear-ance while wearing a helmet. Is it possible to look up without hitting the back of your head? Next, check for ade-quate padding wherever the pack touches your body. Pay particular attention to the comfort of the shoulder straps and hip belt; note the quality of the padding while real-izing that thicker and softer is not necessarily more com-fortable. The hip belt should be substantial; its padding should cover your hip bones by good margins. For proper load transfer to your hips, ensure that the hip belt wraps directly onto the top, not the sides, of your hips and not around your waist.

Women’s backpacks. Most women prefer a women’s- specific design with shorter back length, narrower shoul-der width, shorter, narrower shoulder straps, and a slightly larger belt flare angle at the hips. Although a larger hip belt flare angle can be somewhat accommodated by adjusting 

the angle of the belt’s webbing, a women’s-specific hip belt is often best. Women’s hip belts are also generally narrower and more padded than men’s to avoid the possibility of putting pressure on the lower ribcage. Some women find that men’s or unisex packs fit better.

PROPERLY FITTING AND  
ADJUSTING A BACKPACK
First, loosen all the straps. Then shoulder a full pack and follow these steps (fig. 2-8). 

Step 1. Position the middle of the hip belt over the top of the iliac crest (hip bones). Raise your shoulders and firmly tighten the waist belt. Virtually all the weight should be on the hips since the shoulder straps are slack at this point.Step 2. Tighten the shoulder straps—but not too tight—so they form a smooth arc over your shoulders. Note that the shoulder stabilizer straps are slack at this point. The main weight should be on the hip belt, with minimal load carried by the shoulders.
Step 3. Gently tension the shoulder stabilizer straps (day packs generally don’t have these) to bring the pack close to the body. Ideally, they should end up at around a 45-degree angle. Excess tension interferes with the smooth arc of the shoulder pad over the shoulder. Tension any hip belt stabi-lizers and (optionally) any sternum straps.

CHOOSING A PACK 

First, you must decide on capacity: day, overnight, or expedition. Consider the weight and volume of what you will need to carry, and then factor in the length of your trip. Your back length matters more than your height. Beyond those factors, consider each pack’s features and details:
n  Does the pack have a smooth profile, or will it get tangled up in heavy brush or when hauled up a steep rock face?
n  How sturdy and durable are the suspension system, stitching, and zippers?
n  How convenient is it to store, arrange, and access gear?
n  Can it carry special items such as crampons, skis, snowshoes, and a snow shovel?
n  Does the pack have a haul loop, ice-axe loops, and compression straps (to reduce volume and prevent the load from shifting)? 
n  Can the pack’s capacity be increased for extended trips (for example, expandable snow collar, side-pocket accessories)?

Each time you put on your backpack, adjust the straps in the same sequence, from bottom to top: position the waist belt and firmly tighten while raising the shoulders, tighten the shoulder straps, and then tension the stabilizer straps. 

BUYING A DAY PACK
Day packs for climbing usually have volumes of between 30 and 50 liters, enough to carry 20 to 30 pounds (9 to 14 kilograms). The large selection of day packs on the market covers a wide spectrum of sturdiness. Some are designed without rigid frames or padded hip belts and may be  too flimsy for carrying the heavy tools of climbing: rope, rack, crampons, and ice axe. Seek a pack with a sturdy internal frame and a hip belt that is at least 2 inches (5 cen- timeters) wide at the buckle and 4 inches (10 centimeters) wide where it covers the hips. Insist on ice-axe loops, a haul loop, and compression straps. Most of the features you would consider in choosing a full-size pack apply to day packs. Try on and compare day packs as thoroughly as you would a full-size backpack.

TIPS ON PACKING
Strategically loading items in a pack can dramatically influ-ence a climber’s speed, endurance, and enjoyment of an outing. Generally, climbers will feel best if they can con-centrate the load on their hips. Pack heavy items as close to your back as possible to bring in and lower your center

In a park where more than a few valleys can 
vie for the name “grand,” this one is the grand 
contender. A necklace of sparkling alpine lakes 
adorning bold mountain faces spans this mile-
high valley. Wildflowers, old growth, alpine 
tundra, deer, bears, marmots—they’re all here in 
this outdoor cathedral.  Your ticket into this wild 
kingdom is mostly downhill, though you do pay 
the piper on the grueling ascent on the way out. 
The quickest way into Grand Valley is via the 
Grand Pass Trail, climbing along Obstruction 
Ridge and then brutally descending to Grand 
Lake. Consider this longer and slightly more 
difficult loop via Badger Valley as an alternative. 
Bursting with flowers and fluttering with animal 
activity, this valley is neglected by those in a 
hurry to get to Grand Valley.

Start by heading northeast  on the Grand 
Ridge Trail, coming to the Badger Valley Trail 
in 0.3 mile. Head right, descending into a wide, 
U-shaped valley, hopping over rivulets and 
brushing against clumps of fragrant greenery. 
Don’t expect any badgers, though—it was named 
after a ranger’s horse. There are lots of Olympic 
marmots, however—close enough. After pass-
ing the Elk Mountain cutoff (elev. 5400 feet) at  
1.4 miles, enter subalpine forest. Now undulating 
between meadow and forest, the trail crosses 
Badger Creek at 3.4 miles (elev. 4000 feet). Then, 
alongside Grand Creek, begin a gradual climb to 
Grand Lake. Cross brushy avalanche chutes and 
glacial moraine, reaching Grand Lake (elev. 4750 
feet) at 5 miles.

It’s a pretty big lake. Cascading waters from 
above echo across its placid surface. Grand Lake 
is appealing, but the next lake is much grander. 
Continue hiking on stone steps and tight switch-
backs to a junction (elev. 4925 feet) at 5.3 miles. 
Your return is via the trail to the right, but for 
now, head left to reach sparkling Moose Lake 
(elev. 5075 feet) in 0.3 mile. Like Badger Valley, 
Moose Lake is a misnomer. The lake was named 
for Frank Moose, not the large member of the 
deer family, which doesn’t inhabit the Olympics. 

Moose Lake is surrounded by black-shale 
pinnacles garlanded with verdant forest, one of 
the most spectacular backdrops for any Olympic 

alpine lake. Roam the lakeshore, exploring ledges 
and grassy pockets, and consider spending the 
night at one of the backcountry campsites. When 
you must relinquish this grand kingdom to its 
rightful heirs—the deer and marmots—prepare 
yourself for the excruciating exodus. 

Retrace your steps 0.3 mile to the previous 
junction, then continue left for the 3.5-mile hike 
back to the trailhead, climbing 1400 steep feet 
out of the valley. Be sure to look back over your 
shoulder while catching your breath. Grand Val-
ley’s aquatic jewels twinkle in the late afternoon 
sunlight. Once you crest Obstruction Ridge 
(elev. 6425 feet), begin traversing a landscape of 
alpine tundra, taking in sweeping views over the 
Lillian River to snowy Mount Olympus and the 
Bailey Range. Grunt 150 vertical feet up a knoll 
before enjoying a downhill finish to the trailhead.

by mosquitoes through most of July and early 
August.

The downhill continues beyond Upper Lake 
as you cross the small outlet creek several times 
on a switchbacking course through an old burn 
where you’ll have terrific views down to huge 
Wanless Lake. You approach but never quite 
reach a second lake, then make six gently graded 
switchbacks in unburned forest to some very good 
campsites near a pair of beautiful but marshy 
lakes. Livestock are not allowed beyond this point.

The trail now goes east, descending through 
forest to the campsites at the east end of Wan-
less Lake. This mile-long lake offers mediocre 
fishing, good swimming, and absolutely gor-
geous scenery with the towering cliffs of Engle 
Peak rising to the west, while Flat Top Moun-
tain dominates the north. Be sure to check out 
Swamp Creek, which pours over a pretty little 
waterfall right at the outlet of Wanless Lake. 
Expect plenty of mosquitoes from mid-July to 
mid-August.

Getting there: From Thompson Falls, go 4 miles east on State Route 200 then turn 
north (left) on Thompson River Road. After 15.4 miles you turn left on Forest Road 516, 
following signs to Fishtrap Lake; drive 10.3 miles, then veer left on FR 7609 and proceed 
3.2 miles to a fork. Bear left and continue 3.3 miles to the signed trailhead at a road 
switchback.

This relatively new trail isn’t on the Forest 
Service or USGS maps, so it’s unknown to 

most hikers. But it’s there nonetheless, and is 
even officially signed and maintained. Best of 
all, this short trail offers relatively easy access 
to an exceptionally scenic, fish-filled lake that 
makes an ideal day hike or family backpacking 
destination.

The path goes steeply uphill through a rela-
tively dense forest of Douglas firs and western 
larches before dropping briefly to an unbridged 
but easy crossing of West Fork Fishtrap Creek. 
From here you climb to a hop-over crossing of 
the Terrace Lake outlet creek then settle in for a 
900-foot ascent on a forested hillside. The dense 

undergrowth is dominated by beargrass and 
abundant huckleberries (beware of bears). A 
long traverse to the north-northeast is followed 
by three well-engineered switchbacks, which 
keep the grade from being too steep. While you 
climb, listen for the loud staccato calls of pileated 
woodpeckers and look for small forest openings 
that provide partial views of rugged Mount 
Headley to the south-southwest.

A final extended traverse followed by a brief 
descent leads to Terrace Lake. Dramatic craggy 
cliffs rise to unnamed peaks to the west of this 
deep lake, making for outstanding scenery. An 
obvious use path goes left taking you to camp-
sites and easier access to the water.

Proceed into the 

garden, either by crossing the bridge or by descending to the 

A flower-lover’s delight
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FOREST 
PARK

Forest Park is the crown jewel in Portland’s urban parks system. 

Covering an area of more than 5100 acres and stretching for 7 

miles in the eastern Tualatin Mountains, it is the largest urban 

forest in the United States. The concept of a forest preserve in 

Portland’s West Hills reaches all the way back to the 1860s, when 

Portland’s founders recognized the area’s potential. When land-

scape architects John and Frederick Olmsted were hired by the 

city to beautify Portland for the 1905 Lewis and Clark Expedition 

centennial, they too recognized how a “forest park” could enhance 

a burgeoning city in connection with surrounding nature. After more 

than forty years of development and advocacy, Forest Park was 

dedicated in 1948. 

Blanketing primarily the north side of the range, the forest itself 

is largely composed of second-growth Douglas fir, western hemlock, 

western red cedar, big-leaf maple, and vine maple, with a smatter-

ing of alder and cottonwood. The lush forest floor is carpeted with, 

among other things, a variety of ferns, berry shrubs, salal, waterleaf, 

vanilla leaf, and duckfoot. In spring and summer, wildflowers such 

as trillium, buttercup, willow herb, self-heal, hawksbeard, yarrow, 

and herb Robert add splashes of cheerful color to the sun-dappled 

forest floor. All this—just minutes from the city center—presents 

countless opportunities for walkers, hikers, trail runners, and moun-

tain bikers to explore Portland’s urban wilderness on trails long and 

short.

(Unfortunately, at this time, 

the garden does not provide any information to help you 

identify these.)

Since there’s not far to go, just amble at will. There are two 

main areas to explore: the Peninsula and the Island, sepa-

rated by a bridge between Crystal Springs Lake and South 

Lagoon. Both sections are crisscrossed with numerous paths 

that separate the various species pads. Interspersed around 

the garden are plenty of benches for sitting and admiring the 

trees, flowers, lagoons, and lake. Mallard, wood, and ruddy 

ducks and Canada geese are common residents of the gar-

den’s waters, but there are more to be seen. Keep your eyes 

peeled for herons, kinglets, scaups, chickadees, buffleheads, 

and even bald eagles. These are just a few of the more than 

ninety bird species often seen in and around the garden. 

Unrushed, just enjoy wandering the verdant, tranquil grounds.
